A child who misses even 2 

days a month throughout the school year misses at least 18 

days total or more than 10% of the school year. Students 

who miss this often will have struggles with reading and math. 

It is important to set the routine of attending school from an 

early age as it helps students attain grade level academic 

benchmarks. This is considered an indicator of future school 

success. Many of the interventions we do at John Marshall 

require students to be in attendance regularly to build skills 

and accurately measure progress. 

 

Our school is also ranked on our School Report Card from the 

state based on student attendance. We understand the need 

for some absences for illness or family emergencies, however, 

by ensuring your child is at school as often as possible, you 

are helping your child and our school to put their best foot for-

ward and be more successful.
